In 2010-11 the Waterworks reached over 16,000 visitors and
participants. Of this total, the number of program participants included:
over 5,800 youth and young adults, 10,200 adults, including 3,200 senior
citizens, and over 250 individuals with special needs who participated in
community outreach programs.

Waterworks is proud to remain one of only twelve organizations in the
state of North Carolina to hold prestigious full-accreditation from the AAM
(American Association of Museums). This highly sought-after award
recogni zes a museumos commi t ment
professional standards of operation.

Our exhibitions program has been carefully selected to display art whose
subject matter has strong appeal to our patrons. Last year a total of 96
professional artists from all over the southeast participated in solo or
group shows with 56 participating in the biannual Artist EXPO.
In addition, over 800 children exhibited their artwork, representing 29
Rowan-Salisbury Schools. As we strive to create a museum that is
inviting and accessible, WVAC continues to be open extended hours on
Tuesday and Thursday evenings. Our policy for free admission at all
times has allowed individuals, families, or care facilities to experience
our exhibitions at no cost.

Since the opening of the Linn-Norvell Darkroom in March of 2010 year
we have offered several traditional black and white photography classes
to our community. Professional Fine Arts Photographer R. Wayne
Wrights serves as our volunteer Darkroom Manager. The darkroom is
fully equipped with 5 enlargers capable of producing prints up to 11x14.
Our community partnership with Rowan -Cabarrus Community College
continues allowing us to provide curriculum black/white photography
classes to be held at WVAC. All certified individuals are invited to
participate in our open darkroom program.
